      Re: Input for Consent Order Meeting – April 2, 2009
     The following information represents Findlay Township’s request for items to be incorporated into the PA Department of Environmental Protection / Allegheny County Health Department Consent Order Re: Republic Services, Inc. Imperial Landfill:

· First and foremost …. a major goal should be to have a mechanism in place over the long term so that after six ( 6 ) months or a year if the odors return and after this immediate issue is resolved, a more automatic and timely response can be made by the Landfill Operator and the regulatory agencies 

       ( PA DEP & ACHD ). In addition, as odors are continuing, there is not an   

       effective means, in place, to respond and validate the odors. Two suggestions

       should be considered: 1) monitors be placed in the landfill at each gas well 

             that would detect any exceedance and automatically notify the proper 

             authorities; 2) monitors should be placed at strategic locations in a ½ mile   

             radius from the boundary of the landfill to detect exceeded limits of all gases 

             but more specifically Hydrogen Sulfide and Methane. These monitors would

             be in addition to those being installed at Wilson Elementary School; 

· Another major goal should be to eliminate all odors from the landfill, including gas, trash or otherwise;

· A full evaluation of the gas extraction system needs to be completed and all

remedies implemented, a.s.a.p.;

· The installation of the Geo Membrane – plastic liner, with welded seams, 

needs to be completed on all eleven ( 11 )  acres that have been identified;
· Continuous Hydrogen Sulfide detectors should be installed and maintained at  Wilson  Elementary School. Additional Methane detectors should also be included there.

· An overall Operations and Maintenance Evaluation Report should be 

Submitted by the Landfill Operator to the PA DEP and ACHD every two 

( 2 ) weeks instead of monthly and the findings should be made public;

· The findings of the PA DEP Analytical Mobile Lab, which was on site @

Wilson Elementary School on 3/16, 3/17, and 3/18 should be made public as

soon as possible;

· Obviously, appropriate sanctions should be placed upon the Landfill 

Operator where they are warranted;

· If all of the above do not provide the solution to this odor issue, then the 

Township would recommend suspension of the Landfill permit which would 

suspend truck transporting to the Landfill until the issue is resolved.
